Policy

Bluebonnet Equine Humane Society, Inc.'s (BEHS) policy is to inspect prospective foster and adoptive homes before approval to adopt and/or foster is granted and to conduct periodic follow-up inspections to insure that adopted and fostered horses are being adequately cared for.
Procedure

BEHS will use volunteer inspectors to conduct inspections of prospective foster or adoptive homes and follow-up inspections for equines placed in adoptive or foster homes.
Pre-Adoption and Pre-Foster Inspections
This pre-foster or pre-adoptive home inspection must be conducted before any BEHS equines can be transferred to that home.

The inspection will not take place before BEHS has received the membership fee and approved the application.  

Follow-Up Inspections
Follow-up inspections will be scheduled in accordance with the Foster Policy and Adoption Policy.

Assignment of Inspections
All inspections will be assigned by the Inspection Coordinator or an officer of BEHS.

Inspection
The inspection will encompass the areas as follows and as outlined on the Inspection Worksheet: fencing, shelter, water source, feed & feeding equipment, condition of other equines (if applicable). 

The BEHS Inspector will take photographs of the above areas, including other equines on the property and shall complete the Inspection Worksheet.

Upon completion of the visit, the Inspector shall submit the Inspection Worksheet and photos to the Inspection Coordinator by either email (preferred) or postal mail within three days after the date of the inspection.

The Foster Home Coordinator Adoption Coordinator will address any questions or concerns about an inspection with the home which will be given the opportunity to correct any deficiencies.  In addition to the information on the worksheet, an adoptive home may be asked to provide additional information and/or adapt the physical area, if the equine they desire to adopt has special needs.
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
