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Policy

Bluebonnet Equine Humane Society, Inc. will offer equines listed as “in rehabilitation”, “in the nursery” or “newly available” for adoption in accordance with the below procedure.
Procedure

Anyone interested in a horse or other equine who is not currently listed as available for adoption may contact the Adoption Coordinator and let him/her know that he/she is interested in a horse not currently available for adoption.  The Adoption Coordinator will contact the current foster home to see if he or she is interested in adopting the horse.  If the foster home is not interested in adopting the horse, the Adoption Coordinator may make the horse available for adoption to the interested party.  
The Adoption Coordinator has sole discretion as to whether or not to make a horse available for adoption.  If the horse has unresolved medical issues, is critically underweight, has behavioral problems or has other unresolved issues, the Adoption Coordinator may decide not to make the horse available.

If the Adoption Coordinator makes the horse available to the interested party, he/she will need to submit an adoption application and be approved to adopt in accordance with the Adoption Policy.

If the horse has not received his or her vaccinations, coggins, teeth float or been gelded, the adopter will have one month to have the required veterinary work done and submit proof it has been done.  If that is not accomplished, the adoption contract will be voided and Bluebonnet Equine Humane Society will make arrangements to pick the horse up.
The Adoption Coordinator will set the adoption fee for any horse adopted out under this policy.

All adopters who adopt horses under this policy are strongly urged to have the horse seen by a veterinarian within the first 30 days after adoption.
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
