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Policy

Bluebonnet Equine Humane Society, Inc.'s (BEHS) policy is to inspect foster homes periodically while a foster is in their care.

Procedure

BEHS will use volunteer inspectors to conduct inspections of foster homes. Periodic foster home inspections will be conducted as long as the foster home is fostering equines for BEHS.

The Foster Home Follow Up Inspection Coordinator will post a list of needed foster home follow up inspections to the BEHS Inspection Volunteer list. Volunteers will be assigned on a first-come/first-served basis taking into consideration location and availability of a digital camera.

Once a Volunteer Inspector is assigned, he/she will contact the foster home by phone and/or email to set up the inspection at a mutually acceptable time.

 The inspection will encompass the areas as follows and as outlined on the Inspection Worksheet: fencing, shelter, water source, feed & feeding equipment, condition of other equines (if applicable). 

 The BEHS Inspector will take photographs of the above areas, including other equines on the property and shall complete the Inspection Worksheet.

 Upon completion of the visit, the Inspector shall submit the Inspection Worksheet and photos to the Vice President – Equine Coordinator by either email (preferred) or postal mail within three (3) days after the date of the inspection. The Vice President – Equine Coordinator will notify the Foster Follow up Inspector Coordinator of the receipt of the inspection.

 The Vice President – Equine Coordinator will decide if the Foster home is still in accordance with their rules and regulations on care and safety of the equine within three days after receipt of the Inspection Worksheet and photographs.  

The Vice President – Equine Coordinator or Assistant Foster Home Coordinator will address any questions or concerns about an inspection with the Foster home, which will be given the opportunity to correct any deficiencies.

Foster Follow Up Inspections will be conducted:

1. 1 ½ to 2 ½ months after the foster home receives an equine to foster

2. 6 months after the foster home receives an equine (approximately 3 ½ to 4 ½ months after the first follow up inspection)

3. Every six months thereafter as long as the equine remains at the foster home

Pictures to be taken will be:

1. Right side of equine

2. Left side of equine

3. Front view of equine far and close

4. Back view of equine

5. All four feet – close up

6. Any structures or areas of concern

If there is a concern at any time over the condition of an equine in the care of the foster home when it is inspected, there will be an additional follow up within 1 –2 months. If at that time the equine does not show improvement or the other concerns have not been corrected, that equine will be removed from the foster home and placed in another approved foster home. 

If an equine is removed from any foster home because of concern of it’s care or safety, the Vice President – Equine Coordinator and other Directors will discuss whether or not that foster home shall be allowed to foster other BEHS Equines in the future.
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
